o Install white window shades, drapes, or blinds to reflect heat away from the

house. Close curtains on south and west facing windows during the day.

o Plant trees or shrubs to shade air conditioning units, but do not block the air - e
flow. A unit operating in the shade uses less electricity.

o Replace incandescent bulbs with compact fluorescents to produce the same
2t light but use a fifth of the energy and heat.

o Using light shingles on a new roof can cut the amount of heat the house
absorbs. Repainting in a light color, especially south and west facing exterior
areas, help as well.

e Upgraded insulation in the attic and double-paned windows all around,
complete with tinting to reflect sunlight, are good ideas, too.

o Caulking and weather stripping will keep cool air in during the summer.

e Add insulation around air conditioning ducts when they are located in
unconditioned spaces such as attics, crawl spaces, and garages.
